1.2 Summary of the Action

Ghana and EU have a strong common interest in promoting sustainable agriculture production and the management
of natural resources in a context of climate change. Given their role for the economy, employment, environmental
protection, and food security — in particular as a repercussion of Russia’s war of aggression against Ukraine, as
well as their high potential for MSMEs development, this action will focus on sustainable agribusinesses, forestry
and cocoa. The action will help (i) meet the objective of fostering sustainable green jobs and growth, (ii) deliver
on Ghana's climate change commitments and (iii) ensure compliance with EU policies and regulations.

! This Action is complementary to a EUR 10 million allocated to Ghana under the “Food Production and Resilience of Food Systems in African, Caribbean and
Pacific (ACP) countries”. Its implementation will occur in parallel and with the same implementing partner to scale-up the impact of the funding support and
ensure coherence.
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
