1.2 Summary of the Action  

The proposed Action addresses Priority Area 1 of the MIP on Effective Governance and Digital Transformation 

to support Uzbekistan’s transition to a pluralistic democratic system based on the rule of law and universal values 

of human rights as well as to support the modernisation of the public sector with effective and accountable 

management at all levels. The proposed action will support the Government of Uzbekistan in further transforming 

and modernising the public administration at central, regional, and district levels to improve the quality of public 

services (administrative, regulatory, social, communal, etc.) and local governance in rural areas. 

The proposed Action aims to enhance the technical organisational and institutional capacities of government 

agencies, PSCs and local governance institutions for improved public service delivery. This is achieved by 

increasing the accessibility of the public services, integrating advanced technologies and practices through 

digitalisation, decentralising the access as well as by enabling the necessary mechanisms to support these changes 

and ensure their sustainability. 

The project’s objectives are in line with the government’s policy priorities to foster institutional effectiveness, 

transparency and participation. Thus, project objectives are clearly linked with the country’s reform aspirations 

and strategies.
