1.2 Summary of the Action

The Action aims to support sustainable pathways to resilience for vulnerable people in Yemen.

The Specific Objective (Outcome) of this action is to improve the food security and resilience of vulnerable
communities in a context of climate change in Yemen, including women, youth and persons with disabilities as
well as displaced populations.

The expected outputs to be delivered by this action are:

Output 1: Improved capacities of the local population for sustainable and resilient livelihoods, with a focus on
gender equality.

Output 2: Improved capacities and resources of Internally Displaced Persons (IDPs) and their host communities
for resilient, climate adapted livelihoods.

This Action builds upon the EU’s substantial investment in Yemen over the last few years and responds to the
commitment of the EU to achieve the Sustainable Development Goals of the Agenda 2030, mirrored in the
European Consensus on Development and the EU Green Deal. It contributes to realising the EU policy
objectives in priority areas, notably the food production component of the Response to Global Food Insecurity
on and the agreement that strengthening strategic autonomy in food production is a priority and part of the Global
Gateway implementation. The food crisis in Yemen is a long-term trend, has multiple root causes (including
climate change) and is exacerbated by Russia’s war of aggression against Ukraine.

The Action will build on the progress and lessons learnt from EU-funded projects in the areas of integrated human
and social development, and promoting economic stability and growth in Yemen.

2 RATIONALE

2.7 Context

After more than eight years of conflict, the overall situation in Yemen continues to be fragile and volatile. Political
instability, climate induced shocks, persistent security challenges and socio-economic vulnerability have
