There’s an ordinary pine grove located on a tree farm not too far 
from town where life’s stresses and demands seem to melt away. 
It is here that all that seemed so important out there no longer is 
and one can get lost in the rows of trees and majestic beauty. God 
is here and all is good. We need to connect with the Divine Source 
of all that is in order to understand what it is we are doing and 
why we are doing it. Otherwise, things stop making sense and 
bitterness can overcome one’s spirit. It’s okay to play once in a 
while and to discover that place of profound life and peace. Peo-
ple always have needs and there is constantly something to do. 
And while all of that is necessary and we are needed, there is also 
that inner solitude within that needs to be celebrated and re-
leased. 
 
We all need a pine grove. It’s that little place we can go and leave 
all that consumes us behind. It’s a place where technology can be 
set aside and wonder, and awe given some time. We don’t have to 
text, calculate, or orchestrate anything in the pine grove. It is a 
somewhat deserted place where all of that can be set aside and 
we can just be. The anger, frustration, exhaustion, discourage-
ment, helplessness, and occasional apathy, all can fall to the 
ground like all of those pine needles that once held their place on 
the branch of a Frasier Fir. The needles can let go. We can let go. 
We are beings connected with Being and we all need to remem-
ber what really matters, who really matters and what life is truly 
all about. We need to find that place where we can rest and let go 
of all of the barnacles we accumulate. Rest, breathe, seek, and 
love. 
 
The world will need us again when we leave the pine grove. It will 
all be waiting for us, beckoning for our attention. But we will have 
prayed and will have marveled at the silence and the beauty of 
goodness. We can go back, ready, and eager to listen, to help, to 
heal, to cry, to embrace, and attend to all that is asked of us. But, 
having let go of the distractions in that deserted place we will 
have a renewed sense of purpose. We will know better Who it is 
we serve and what we are meant to do. It will all be clearer now 
that we have been Divinely touched and refreshed.

LIFTING OF THE GENERAL DISPENSATION  
Bishop Kevin C. Rhoades has announced that the general dispensation from the Sunday obligation will expire 
effective June 11, the Solemnity of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus. Because the Eucharist is the source and 
summit of the Christian Life, all Catholics are required to attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation 
unless a serious obstacle prevents them. Let us unite, abiding together in hope. According to the directives,  
those who have some symptoms of cold, fever are dispensed or on health concerns pastors could dispense 

them individually.   For more details and updated liturgical directives, including information on exemptions, 
masks, social distancing and more, visit www.diocesefwsb.org/covid-19. 
 

MASKS AND SOCIAL DISTANCING  
Anytime you are in the Church building, at Mass or any other time, wearing a mask is recommended but not 
required.  
 
Some pews will have open seating.  The number will depend upon the number of people attending Mass.   
Social distancing of 3 feet is still required in the pews and also when entering and leaving the Church. 
 

SIGN OF PEACE  -  OFFERTORY  -  COMMUNION 
The Sign of Peace may be extended to worshippers by means of words or gestures, handshakes and/or           
embraces should only occur within your family unit.  
 

Offertory envelopes and contributions will continue to be collected in baskets at the back of Church;  Gift 
bearers at the Offertory will not be used. We will continue to only distribute the Eucharist under the form of 
the Body of Christ.  
 
Ministers (Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion, Ushers, Lectors & Servers) are asked to continue using 
masks.
