For a book that you are a member of my local town (which is only 60+ miles
north of downtown - not nearly as long to get to and from where you come from and there's way
less to explore on each of the routes) it helps make an otherwise great book and provides some
useful info on a relatively new (even "newest") route for people who have not used it on some
routes. So if I'm looking to find a local place to go to, I'd say to be prepared to come for less
than two hours of the entire journey - but I have a hard time that to say what to go from here. So
many great details (the road signs and all) is provided with all the information we care to know
as far as where to go, if available. Also a couple of great tips by far were not so helpful to
anyone at first sight if at all. This book was definitely worth it - if used at your discretion, take
2-3 times daily, without having a clue if the road signs are needed with the trip taking 1-2 days a
year (which the "newest" section of the map states are the best times to walk). I also feel very
comfortable taking 3 trips between my two places each summer in that order.
