
The map shown here presents the location of the radio tagged carp in mid-November 2015. All 
seven carp survived the summer and appear to be aggregating together as a result of colder 
water temperatures. The data also shows the results of a water clarity test that showed a severe 
algae bloom, which is unusual for November. Once we get adequate ice, we will start the carp 
removal activity planned for this winter.
