The Investment Bond is a unit-linked investment product offering access to a range of investment funds. The investor may choose
the investment fund or investment funds in which he/she wishes to invest. You have chosen the Compass Portfolio Series 1 Fund.

Objectives

Compass Portfolio is a medium to high risk fund which invests across a diversified range of assets. It has a high weighting in
traditional investments such as equities, but also invests in alternative assets including property and commaodities and alternative
strategies to provide additional diversification and reduce volatility. It will have limited exposure to defensive assets.

Intended retail investor

This fund is designed for customers who are seeking an investment consistent with the fund objectives as outlined above and are
comfortable with the possible performance scenarios outlined below.
