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Dear parents and carers,

Now that students have completed their studies and the Teacher Assessed Grades have been
submitted to exam boards we are looking towards the summer results days.

As you are aware from previous communications, we have used a broad range of evidence to
determine student grades including full past GCSE papers, mini assessments provided by exam
boards and NEA portfolios. In line with our centre policy (approved by JCQ - link below) we
have used a range of evidence, combined with our Trust robustness criteria, to determine the
submitted Teacher Assessed Grades.

A level results day is on Tuesday 10" August
e Students should arrive to collect results between 9am and 11:10am

On the results days all year 13 students will be required to meet with a member of staff to
confirm their post-18 destinations and support with UCAS will be available.

GCSE results day is on Thursday 12" August
e Students with a surname beginning A-M should arrive to collect results between
09:00-10:30
e Students with a surname beginning M-Z should arrive to collect results between
10:30-12:00

On the results days all year 11 students will be required to meet with a member of staff to
confirm their post-16 destinations.

If you wish to appeal any of the grades your child receives, the process to follow is detailed
below:

Any student, including a private candidate, may submit a request for a centre review on the
grounds that the centre has:

. Failed to follow its procedures properly or consistently in arriving at that result
. Made an administrative error in relation to the result

What may happen to your grade during the centre review and appeals process?
iFyou request a centre review of an awarding organisation appeal thene are three possible outcomes
Your original grade is lowered, soyour final grade will be kower than the original grade you received.
Your original grade is confirmed, so there is no change to your grade.
Your ariginal grade is raised, so your final gradewill be higher than the original grade you received.
Cnce a finding has been made you cannot withdraw your request for a centre revies or appeal

your grade has been lowered you will not be able to revert back to the original grade you received
on results day:

What will be checked during a centre review?

You can ask the centre to check whether it made a procedural emor, an administratiee error, or both.
& procedural ermor means a failure to follow the process set out inthe centre policy. An administrative
BfTof means an ermor in recording your grade or submitting your grade to the awarding organisation.

You miust request a centre review before you can request an awarding organisation appeal This is so
the awarding crganisation is certain that your grade is as the centre intended.

What will be checked during an awarding organisation appeal?

ou can ask the awarding crganisation to checkwihether the cenire made a procedural or administrative
eqTor - or whether the awarding organisation itseif made an adminisratve ermor. You can also ask the
awarding organisation to check whether the academic judgement of the centre was unreasonable,
either in the selection of evidence or the determination of your grade.

When do | need to submit my request?

You should submit a request for a centre review by 16 August 2021 for a priority appeal, or by
3 September 2021 for non-priority appeals.

Cnce you have received the outcome of your centre review, if you wish to request an awarding
organisation appeal you should do so as soon as possible. Your school or college will submit this on
your behalf. Requests for a priority appeal should be submitted by 23 August 2021 and requests for
nion-prority appeals should be submitted by T7 September 2020, Priority appeals that aren't submitted
to the awarding organisation by 23 August 200 will still be treated as a priority but they may not be
completed in time for thosewith a higher education place dependent on the outcome of the appeal.

What is a priority appeal?

& pricrity appeal is only for students applying to higher education who did not attain their firm
chaoice (iLe. the offer they acoepted as their first choice) and wish to appeal an A level or other Lewvel
3 gqualification result. You should inform your imtended higher education provider that you have
requested a centre review or appeal.

What is your UCAS personal |ID and why is it needed?

Your UCAS personal ID is the 10 digit code included in all correspondence from UCAS. This is needed
to confirm that a student’s place is dependent on the outcome of the appeal




If you wish to make an appeal please see the flow map below explaining the process as well
as JCQ summary of dates for the process.
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As per the Academy’s policy, any student who wishes to query a grade issued by an
awarding body should contact Ms Littlemore (t.littlemore@tsatrust.org.uk) as soon as
possible (deadlines are detailed above). Ms Littlemore will advise on the options
available to query the grade and the costs involved. Please be aware that appeals can
result in grades being raised, confirmed or lowered and a consent form must be signed
to confirm that this is understood.

Any request, together with the signed consent form and payment, should be sent to
the exams officer before the deadline detailed above. The cost of the appeal must be
met by the student. No appeal will be processed until the fees are paid. If the appeal
is successful, the fee will be refunded.
