CONTEST GUIDELINES:

e  The livestock judging contest classes will consist of beef, hogs,
meat goats and sheep. The number and kind of classes will be
decided the day of the contest.

. Teams will consist of three or four members. Division of team
(senior, intermediate, junior) will be determined by the oldest
member of the team.

. The top three scores from each team will be used for team
scores/awards.

. Individual work will be stressed at all times. Anyone caught
copying will be eliminated from the contest.

e  AWARDS will be presented to the Champion and Reserve
Champion Judges in the Senior, Intermediate and Junior Divisions.
Medals will be awarded to the Champion and Reserve Champion
Teams in the Senior, Intermediate and Junior Divisions.

e CLOVERKIDS DIVISION: Clover Kids 4-H members may
participate in the Livestock Judging Contest non-competitively. They
will receive a participation ribbon and $1.00 premium. Clover Kids
4-H members will NOT be allowed to compete as part of a team.

FASHION REVUE GUIDELINES:

e All 4-H members participating in the Fashion Revue are required to
model their project on Thursday, August 5 in the Public Show and
to exhibit their clothing project for construction during the Dodge
County Fair.

. FOR MODELING: Each participant will be assigned a specific time
for judging on Monday, August 2™, and will be notified by letter as
to their assigned time for judging.

. FOR CONSTRUCTION: The same clothing garment that was entered
in the Fashion Revue on Monday, August 2™ must be entered at the
Dodge County Fair on Tuesday, August 3 (6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.) or
Wednesday, August 4" (7:30 a.m. to 9:00 a.m.) and be displayed
during the duration of the Dodge County Fair. Release of exhibits is
scheduled for Sunday, August 8" 6:30 p.m. to 7:30 a.m.)

e  The Fashion Revue judging will take place on Monday, August 2™
beginning at 1:00 p.m. (by appointment) and will be located at the
Dodge County Extension Office in Fremont. Participants must be at
the Dodge County Extension Office 15 minutes prior to being judged.
Judging of clothing construction will NOT be provided during the
Fashion Revue.

. Fashion Revue participants are required to model in the Public 4-H
Fashion Revue scheduled Thursday, August 5" at 6:00 p.m. in the
Exhibit Hall at the Dodge County Fairgrounds. Participants will be
lowered one ribbon placing if not modeling at the Public 4-H Fashion
Revue.

e  ENTRY LIMIT: 4-H members are eligible to compete in more than
one Fashion Revue class provided they are enrolled in two or more
project areas with a maximum of THREE entries.However, the 4-Her
is limited to model one oultfit per project area.

e The GRAND CHAMPION & RESERVE CHAMPION Awards will be
selected by qualified Clothing/Fashion Revue Judges. In addition,
State Fair Representatives will be chosen to go on to the State Fair
along with alternates (if 10 — 18 years old on January 1, of current
year) who will represent Dodge County in the State Fair Fashion
Revue. The number of State Fair contestants are based on our
county quota (clothing project enroliment).

e  The NOVICE AWARD will be selected by qualified Clothing/Fashion
Revue Judges. 4-H members eligible for this award are youth ages 8
— 11 years old on January 1 of current year AND competing for the
first time in the Dodge County Fashion Revue in Clothing Level 1,
Beyond the Needle, and/or Shopping in Style Divisions.

. Entry is a simple top or bottom.
. 4-H'ers enrolled in or completed Clothing Level Il or Clothing Level
Il are not eligible to exhibit in Clothing Level I.

BEYOND THE NEEDLE

Class 10 Embellished Garment(s) with an Original Design - Garment is
created using intermediate or advanced techniques as defined
in the project manual. Designs are the original idea of the 4-
H’er using the elements and principles of design to make an
original statement.

Class 15 Garment Constructed from Original Designed Fabric — Fabric
yardage is designed first, then a garment is constructed from
that fabric. Other embellishments may be added.




Class 20 Textile Arts Garment(s) Garment is constructed using new
unconventional materials. Examples: rubber bands, plastic,
duct tape.

Class 25 Wearable Technology Garment Garment has integrated
technology into its design.

STEAM CLOTHING 2 - SIMPLY SEWING

Class 30 Constructed STEAM Clothing 2 Garment(s)

. Possible types of garments include: Dress; Romper or
Jumpsuit; OR Two-Piece Outfit Combination (skirt with top,
vest, or lined/unlined jacket; jumper and shirt; pants or shorts
Oultfit (pants or shorts with top, vest, or unlined/lined jacket).

e A purchased top can be worn to complete a skirt, pants, or
shorts ouffit with a vest or lined/unlined jacket. (Two garments
worn must be sewn.)

e  4-H members who have enrolled in or who have completed
STEAM Clothing 3 projects are not eligible to enter STEAM
Clothing 2.

Class 40 Constructed STEAM Clothing 3 Garment(s)

e  Possible types of garments include: Dress or formal; OR
Skirted Outfit Combination (skirt with shirt, vest, or
lined/unlined jacket OR jumper and shirt); A purchased top can
be worn to complete a vest of jacket oultfit with a skirt, pants or
shorts, OR Pants or Shorts Outfit Combination(pants or shorts
with shirt, vest, or lined/unlined jacket); A purchased top can
be worn to complete a vest or jacket outfit with a skirt, pants or
shorts ; OR Romper or Jumpsuit; Specialty Wear (swim wear,
costumes, western wear-chaps, chinks, riding attire or hunting
gear); OR Non-tailored Lined or Unlined Jacket or Coat,
additional pieces with jacket or coat may either be constructed
or purchased.

e  Tailored Coat, Blazer, Suit Jacket, or Outerwear. Additional
pieces with coat, blazer, jacket, or outerwear may either be
constructed or purchased.

e A purchased top can be worn to complete a vest or jacket
outfit with a skirt, pants, or shorts. (Two items worn must be
sewn.)

KNITTING & CROCHETING

Class 50 Knitted or Crocheted Clothing (Level 2 or 3) Knitted garment
using pattern stitches such as diamond, block, twist or
seed/moss stitches or advanced knitting stitches such as pass
slip stitch over, double-pointed needle knitting, cable, Turkish,
tamerna, plait, germaine, feather and fan or knitting with one or
more patterns such as Aran or Fair Isle. Crocheted garment
using pattern stitches such as afghan, broomstick, hairpin lace,
design motifs or pattern stitches. Garment can be a sweater,
cardigan, dress, coat, a top and bottom, or a two-piece
ensemble.

Class 60 Purchased Outfit and Written Report SF184
e  Exhibitors modeling in this division/class are ages 8-18 years
old January 1 of the current year.
. Participants must be enrolled in the Shopping in Style 4-H
Project to enter this Fashion Revue class.
. Participants will be allowed to model in both the constructed
fashion show and the purchased garment (Shopping In Style)

fashion show. This also applies to the State Fair 4-H Fashion
Revue. Therefore, a 4-H’er may be selected to represent
Dodge County in the Shopping in Style 4-H Fashion Show and
in the (regular/construction) 4-H Fashion Show.

. ONE 4-H member will be selected to represent Dodge County
in the Shopping in Style 4-H Fashion Show at the Nebraska
State Fair.

. Participants modeling in this class are REQUIRED to complete
a "4-H Fashion Show — Purchased Garment(s) — Shopping in
Style” information form. This form is to be completed and
presented at time of Fashion Revue check-in on Monday,
August 2. Forms are available at the Nebraska Extension
Office in Fremont.

GENERAL GUIDELINES:

Culinary Challenge Contest is a 4-H contest that allows 4-H members to
be creative. Contestants coordinate several aspects of the meal planning
process. The contestants are evaluated on their ability to plan a
nutritious menu that is appealing in its color, texture, and flavor
combinations. Consideration is given to the use of linens, centerpieces,
and table appointments to create an appetizing atmosphere for the meal.
Finally, the serving of one food from the menu allows the 4-H member to
demonstrate his or her food preparation skills.

FOR ADDITIONAL INFORMATION: Refer to the GENERAL RULES
AND REGULATIONS at the front of this fair book.

CHALLENGE INGREDIENT: A challenge ingredient will be selected
each year by the state, highlighting a Nebraska commodity food product.
The 2021 challenge ingredient is HONEY. Please keep food safety in
mind when selecting the recipe used for the Challenge. Foods must be
able to be kept chilled during transport to the contest, then be re-heated
in a slow cooker or microwave. Each team must incorporate the
challenge ingredient into their food item they will be presenting during the
contest. This may require altering a recipe or creatively incorporating an
item into their overall table theme. The challenge ingredient must also
be included in the interview presentation, demonstrating youth
knowledge of the ingredient, such as nutritional value, farm-to-fork
concept or how to adapt a recipe to include the ingredient.

JUDGING:

. The Culinary Challenge Contest is judged using the interview
method. This requires the contestant to express themselves
verbally.

e  4-H members should be prepared to discuss time
management, food preparation and meal planning as it relates
to his or her display.

. Contestants are encouraged to create an attractive table
setting for a special occasion that fits on a card table. The
theme ("special occasion”) may be a birthday party, football
party, Halloween party or a picnic, to name a few.

. Exhibitors are REQUIRED to interview and make
appointments with superintendent at time of check-in/set-up on
Wednesday, August 4, 7:30 am - 9:00 am Interviews will be
