RETURNING STUDENTS - VERIFICATION FORM

Students who were attending a Black Gold School Division (BGSD) school in 2020-2021 and are returning to
a BGSD school in 2021-2022 are automatically registered for the 2021-2022 school year.

All BGSD families are expected to complete the Student Enrollment Verification Form for the 2021-2022
school year.  In late August, parents/guardians will receive an email via SchoolMessenger with details on
how to access this form during the first week of school.
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CONFIRMATION OF ATTENDING IN-SCHOOL CLASSES OR DISTANCE LEARNING

On August 3, 2021, all parents/guardians will receive an email via SchoolMessenger to confirm the choice
of learning for each child.  If the parents/guardians wish to change the choice of learning, instructions on
how to do this will be included. All change requests must be submitted by August 13, 2021.
