1‌‌ ‌In‌ ‌the‌ ‌beginning‌ ‌when‌ ‌God‌ ‌created the‌ ‌heavens‌ ‌and‌ ‌the‌ ‌earth, ‌2 ‌the‌ ‌earth‌ ‌was‌ ‌a‌ ‌formless‌ ‌void‌ ‌and‌ ‌darkness‌‌ 
covered‌ ‌the‌ ‌face‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌deep,‌ ‌while‌ ‌a‌ ‌wind‌ ‌from‌ ‌God swept‌ ‌over‌ ‌the‌ ‌face‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌waters. ‌3 ‌Then‌ ‌God‌ ‌said,‌ ‌“Let‌ ‌there‌‌ 
be‌ ‌light”;‌ ‌and‌ ‌there‌ ‌was‌ ‌light. ‌4 ‌And‌ ‌God‌ ‌saw‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌light‌ ‌was‌ ‌good;‌ ‌and‌ ‌God‌ ‌separated‌ ‌the‌ ‌light‌ ‌from‌ ‌the‌‌ 
darkness. ‌5 ‌God‌ ‌called‌ ‌the‌ ‌light‌ ‌Day,‌ ‌and‌ ‌the‌ ‌darkness‌ ‌he‌ ‌called‌ ‌Night.‌ ‌And‌ ‌there‌ ‌was‌ ‌evening‌ ‌and‌ ‌there‌ ‌was‌‌ 
morning,‌ ‌the‌ ‌first‌ ‌day.‌ ‌ 
6 ‌And‌ ‌God‌ ‌said,‌ ‌“Let‌ ‌there‌ ‌be‌ ‌a‌ ‌dome‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌midst‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌waters,‌ ‌and‌ ‌let‌ ‌it‌ ‌separate‌ ‌the‌ ‌waters‌ ‌from‌ ‌the‌‌ 
waters.” ‌7 ‌So‌ ‌God‌ ‌made‌ ‌the‌ ‌dome‌ ‌and‌ ‌separated‌ ‌the‌ ‌waters‌ ‌that‌ ‌were‌ ‌under‌ ‌the‌ ‌dome‌ ‌from‌ ‌the‌ ‌waters‌ ‌that‌ ‌were‌‌ 
above‌ ‌the‌ ‌dome.‌ ‌And‌ ‌it‌ ‌was‌ ‌so. ‌8 ‌God‌ ‌called‌ ‌the‌ ‌dome‌ ‌Sky.‌ ‌And‌ ‌there‌ ‌was‌ ‌evening‌ ‌and‌ ‌there‌ ‌was‌ ‌morning,‌ ‌the‌‌ 
second‌ ‌day.‌ ‌ 
9 ‌And‌ ‌God‌ ‌said,‌ ‌“Let‌ ‌the‌ ‌waters‌ ‌under‌ ‌the‌ ‌sky‌ ‌be‌ ‌gathered‌ ‌together‌ ‌into‌ ‌one‌ ‌place,‌ ‌and‌ ‌let‌ ‌the‌ ‌dry‌ ‌land‌ ‌appear.”‌‌ 
And‌ ‌it‌ ‌was‌ ‌so. ‌10 ‌God‌ ‌called‌ ‌the‌ ‌dry‌ ‌land‌ ‌Earth,‌ ‌and‌ ‌the‌ ‌waters‌ ‌that‌ ‌were‌ ‌gathered‌ ‌together‌ ‌he‌ ‌called‌ ‌Seas.‌ ‌And‌‌ 
God‌ ‌saw‌ ‌that‌ ‌it‌ ‌was‌ ‌good. ‌11 ‌Then‌ ‌God‌ ‌said,‌ ‌“Let‌ ‌the‌ ‌earth‌ ‌put‌ ‌forth‌ ‌vegetation:‌ ‌plants‌ ‌yielding‌ ‌seed,‌ ‌and‌ ‌fruit‌ ‌trees‌‌ 
of‌ ‌every‌ ‌kind‌ ‌on‌ ‌earth‌ ‌that‌ ‌bear‌ ‌fruit‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌seed‌ ‌in‌ ‌it.”‌ ‌And‌ ‌it‌ ‌was‌ ‌so. ‌12 ‌The‌ ‌earth‌ ‌brought‌ ‌forth‌ ‌vegetation:‌ ‌plants‌‌ 
yielding‌ ‌seed‌ ‌of‌ ‌every‌ ‌kind,‌ ‌and‌ ‌trees‌ ‌of‌ ‌every‌ ‌kind‌ ‌bearing‌ ‌fruit‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌seed‌ ‌in‌ ‌it.‌ ‌And‌ ‌God‌ ‌saw‌ ‌that‌ ‌it‌ ‌was‌‌ 
good. ‌13 ‌And‌ ‌there‌ ‌was‌ ‌evening‌ ‌and‌ ‌there‌ ‌was‌ ‌morning,‌ ‌the‌ ‌third‌ ‌day.‌ ‌ 
14 ‌And‌ ‌God‌ ‌said,‌ ‌“Let‌ ‌there‌ ‌be‌ ‌lights‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌dome‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌sky‌ ‌to‌ ‌separate‌ ‌the‌ ‌day‌ ‌from‌ ‌the‌ ‌night;‌ ‌and‌ ‌let‌ ‌them‌ ‌be‌ ‌for‌‌ 
signs‌ ‌and‌ ‌for‌ ‌seasons‌ ‌and‌ ‌for‌ ‌days‌ ‌and‌ ‌years, ‌15 ‌and‌ ‌let‌ ‌them‌ ‌be‌ ‌lights‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌dome‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌sky‌ ‌to‌ ‌give‌ ‌light‌ ‌upon‌ ‌the‌‌ 
earth.”‌ ‌And‌ ‌it‌ ‌was‌ ‌so. ‌16 ‌God‌ ‌made‌ ‌the‌ ‌two‌ ‌great‌ ‌lights—the‌ ‌greater‌ ‌light‌ ‌to‌ ‌rule‌ ‌the‌ ‌day‌ ‌and‌ ‌the‌ ‌lesser‌ ‌light‌ ‌to‌ ‌rule‌‌ 
the‌ ‌night—and‌ ‌the‌ ‌stars. ‌17 ‌God‌ ‌set‌ ‌them‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌dome‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌sky‌ ‌to‌ ‌give‌ ‌light‌ ‌upon‌ ‌the‌ ‌earth, ‌18 ‌to‌ ‌rule‌ ‌over‌ ‌the‌ ‌day‌‌ 
and‌ ‌over‌ ‌the‌ ‌night,‌ ‌and‌ ‌to‌ ‌separate‌ ‌the‌ ‌light‌ ‌from‌ ‌the‌ ‌darkness.‌ ‌And‌ ‌God‌ ‌saw‌ ‌that‌ ‌it‌ ‌was‌ ‌good. ‌19 ‌And‌ ‌there‌ ‌was‌‌ 
evening‌ ‌and‌ ‌there‌ ‌was‌ ‌morning,‌ ‌the‌ ‌fourth‌ ‌day.‌ ‌ 
20 ‌And‌ ‌God‌ ‌said,‌ ‌“Let‌ ‌the‌ ‌waters‌ ‌bring‌ ‌forth‌ ‌swarms‌ ‌of‌ ‌living‌ ‌creatures,‌ ‌and‌ ‌let‌ ‌birds‌ ‌fly‌ ‌above‌ ‌the‌ ‌earth‌ ‌across‌ ‌the‌‌ 
dome‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌sky.” ‌21 ‌So‌ ‌God‌ ‌created‌ ‌the‌ ‌great‌ ‌sea‌ ‌monsters‌ ‌and‌ ‌every‌ ‌living‌ ‌creature‌ ‌that‌ ‌moves,‌ ‌of‌ ‌every‌ ‌kind,‌‌ 
with‌ ‌which‌ ‌the‌ ‌waters‌ ‌swarm,‌ ‌and‌ ‌every‌ ‌winged‌ ‌bird‌ ‌of‌ ‌every‌ ‌kind.‌ ‌And‌ ‌God‌ ‌saw‌ ‌that‌ ‌it‌ ‌was‌ ‌good. ‌22 ‌God‌ ‌blessed‌‌ 
them,‌ ‌saying,‌ ‌“Be‌ ‌fruitful‌ ‌and‌ ‌multiply‌ ‌and‌ ‌fill‌ ‌the‌ ‌waters‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌seas,‌ ‌and‌ ‌let‌ ‌birds‌ ‌multiply‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌earth.” ‌23 ‌And‌‌ 
there‌ ‌was‌ ‌evening‌ ‌and‌ ‌there‌ ‌was‌ ‌morning,‌ ‌the‌ ‌fifth‌ ‌day.‌ ‌

over‌ ‌the‌ ‌fish‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌sea,‌ ‌and‌ ‌over‌ ‌the‌ ‌birds‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌air,‌ ‌and‌ ‌over‌ ‌the‌ ‌cattle,‌ ‌and‌ ‌over‌ ‌all‌ ‌the‌ ‌wild‌ ‌animals‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌‌ 
earth, and‌ ‌over‌ ‌every‌ ‌creeping‌ ‌thing‌ ‌that‌ ‌creeps‌ ‌upon‌ ‌the‌ ‌earth.”‌ ‌ 
27 ‌So‌ ‌God‌ ‌created‌ ‌humankind in‌ ‌his‌ ‌image,‌ ‌ 
    in‌ ‌the‌ ‌image‌ ‌of‌ ‌God‌ ‌he‌ ‌created‌ ‌them;‌‌ ‌  
    male‌ ‌and‌ ‌female‌ ‌he‌ ‌created‌ ‌them.‌ ‌ 
28 ‌God‌ ‌blessed‌ ‌them,‌ ‌and‌ ‌God‌ ‌said‌ ‌to‌ ‌them,‌ ‌“Be‌ ‌fruitful‌ ‌and‌ ‌multiply,‌ ‌and‌ ‌fill‌ ‌the‌ ‌earth‌ ‌and‌ ‌subdue‌ ‌it;‌ ‌and‌ ‌have‌‌ 
dominion‌ ‌over‌ ‌the‌ ‌fish‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌sea‌ ‌and‌ ‌over‌ ‌the‌ ‌birds‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌air‌ ‌and‌ ‌over‌ ‌every‌ ‌living‌ ‌thing‌ ‌that‌ ‌moves‌ ‌upon‌ ‌the‌‌ 
earth.” ‌29 ‌God‌ ‌said,‌ ‌“See,‌ ‌I‌ ‌have‌ ‌given‌ ‌you‌ ‌every‌ ‌plant‌ ‌yielding‌ ‌seed‌ ‌that‌ ‌is‌ ‌upon‌ ‌the‌ ‌face‌ ‌of‌ ‌all‌ ‌the‌ ‌earth,‌ ‌and‌ ‌every‌‌ 
tree‌ ‌with‌ ‌seed‌ ‌in‌ ‌its‌ ‌fruit;‌ ‌you‌ ‌shall‌ ‌have‌ ‌them‌ ‌for‌ ‌food. ‌30 ‌And‌ ‌to‌ ‌every‌ ‌beast‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌earth,‌ ‌and‌ ‌to‌ ‌every‌ ‌bird‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌‌ 
air,‌ ‌and‌ ‌to‌ ‌everything‌ ‌that‌ ‌creeps‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌earth,‌ ‌everything‌ ‌that‌ ‌has‌ ‌the‌ ‌breath‌ ‌of‌ ‌life,‌ ‌I‌ ‌have‌ ‌given‌ ‌every‌ ‌green‌ ‌plant‌‌ 
for‌ ‌food.”‌ ‌And‌ ‌it‌ ‌was‌ ‌so. ‌31 ‌God‌ ‌saw‌ ‌everything‌ ‌that‌ ‌he‌ ‌had‌ ‌made,‌ ‌and‌ ‌indeed,‌ ‌it‌ ‌was‌ ‌very‌ ‌good.‌ ‌And‌ ‌there‌ ‌was‌‌

5 ‌When‌ ‌Jesus saw‌ ‌the‌ ‌crowds,‌ ‌he‌ ‌went‌ ‌up‌ ‌the‌ ‌mountain;‌ ‌and‌ ‌after‌ ‌he‌ ‌sat‌ ‌down,‌ ‌his‌ ‌disciples‌ ‌came‌ ‌to‌ ‌him. ‌2 ‌Then‌‌ 
he‌ ‌began‌ ‌to‌ ‌speak,‌ ‌and‌ ‌taught‌ ‌them,‌ ‌saying:‌ ‌

14 ‌Then‌ ‌Jesus,‌ ‌filled‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌power‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌Spirit,‌ ‌returned‌ ‌to‌ ‌Galilee,‌ ‌and‌ ‌a‌ ‌report‌ ‌about‌ ‌him‌ ‌spread‌ ‌through‌ ‌all‌ ‌the‌‌ 
surrounding‌ ‌country. ‌15 ‌He‌ ‌began‌ ‌to‌ ‌teach‌ ‌in‌ ‌their‌ ‌synagogues‌ ‌and‌ ‌was‌ ‌praised‌ ‌by‌ ‌everyone.‌ ‌ 
16 ‌When‌ ‌he‌ ‌came‌ ‌to‌ ‌Nazareth,‌ ‌where‌ ‌he‌ ‌had‌ ‌been‌ ‌brought‌ ‌up,‌ ‌he‌ ‌went‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌synagogue‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌sabbath‌ ‌day,‌ ‌as‌‌ 
was‌ ‌his‌ ‌custom.‌ ‌He‌ ‌stood‌ ‌up‌ ‌to‌ ‌read, ‌17 ‌and‌ ‌the‌ ‌scroll‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌prophet‌ ‌Isaiah‌ ‌was‌ ‌given‌ ‌to‌ ‌him.‌ ‌He‌ ‌unrolled‌ ‌the‌ ‌scroll‌‌ 
and‌ ‌found‌ ‌the‌ ‌place‌ ‌where‌ ‌it‌ ‌was‌ ‌written:‌ ‌ 
18 ‌“The‌ ‌Spirit‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌Lord‌ ‌is‌ ‌upon‌ ‌me,‌ ‌ 
    because‌ ‌he‌ ‌has‌ ‌anointed‌ ‌me‌ ‌ 
        to‌ ‌bring‌ ‌good‌ ‌news‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌poor.‌ ‌ 
He‌ ‌has‌ ‌sent‌ ‌me‌ ‌to‌ ‌proclaim‌ ‌release‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌captives‌ ‌ 
    and‌ ‌recovery‌ ‌of‌ ‌sight‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌blind,‌ ‌ 
        to‌ ‌let‌ ‌the‌ ‌oppressed‌ ‌go‌ ‌free,‌ ‌ 
19 ‌to‌ ‌proclaim‌ ‌the‌ ‌year‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌Lord’s‌ ‌favor.”‌ ‌ 
20 ‌And‌ ‌he‌ ‌rolled‌ ‌up‌ ‌the‌ ‌scroll,‌ ‌gave‌ ‌it‌ ‌back‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌attendant,‌ ‌and‌ ‌sat‌ ‌down.‌ ‌The‌ ‌eyes‌ ‌of‌ ‌all‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌synagogue‌ ‌were‌‌ 
fixed‌ ‌on‌ ‌him. ‌21 ‌Then‌ ‌he‌ ‌began‌ ‌to‌ ‌say‌ ‌to‌ ‌them,‌ ‌“Today‌ ‌this‌ ‌scripture‌ ‌has‌ ‌been‌ ‌fulfilled‌ ‌in‌ ‌your‌ ‌hearing.”‌ ‌

25 ‌Just‌ ‌then‌ ‌a‌ ‌lawyer‌ ‌stood‌ ‌up‌ ‌to‌ ‌test‌ ‌Jesus. “Teacher,”‌ ‌he‌ ‌said,‌ ‌“what‌ ‌must‌ ‌I‌ ‌do‌ ‌to‌ ‌inherit‌ ‌eternal‌ ‌life?” ‌26 ‌He‌ ‌said‌ ‌to‌‌ 
him,‌ ‌“What‌ ‌is‌ ‌written‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌law?‌ ‌What‌ ‌do‌ ‌you‌ ‌read‌ ‌there?” ‌27 ‌He‌ ‌answered,‌ ‌“You‌ ‌shall‌ ‌love‌ ‌the‌ ‌Lord‌ ‌your‌ ‌God‌ ‌with‌‌

29 ‌But‌ ‌wanting‌ ‌to‌ ‌justify‌ ‌himself,‌ ‌he‌ ‌asked‌ ‌Jesus,‌ ‌“And‌ ‌who‌ ‌is‌ ‌my‌ ‌neighbor?” ‌30 ‌Jesus‌ ‌replied,‌ ‌“A‌ ‌man‌ ‌was‌ ‌going‌‌
