The message from the 
government is now “Act as if you have Coronavirus”, in other words they are telling 
us that we should stay away from one another at all times. The Bishop of London, 
today (Saturday) stated that “churches must think seriously about whether they 
should open for gathered worship tomorrow.”  We will be open for worship 
tomorrow (Sunday) but after that I must consult with the PCC as to the future.
