Step 1

This auger mounting kit is designed to work with 87, 10” 12, 137, 14”, and 16” Augers. It is up to the person installing
the kit to modify the mounting straps for the size of auger that it is being installed on. The Bottom straps will have to be
cut and bent for the correct size auger. The strap should be cut on the etched line farthest from the Front Mounting

Location, next to the hole size that corisponds to the auger being used. See Figure 1.

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Step 2
Clamp the strap in a vise with the etched line facing out and at
the top of the vise jaws. Pull on the strap and bend towards the
etched lines untill the strap is at 90°. Turn the strap over and
bend towards the etched lines on the other end 90°. See Figure
2-4.

Step 3

Take all three straps to the auger and roll
them by hand around the auger tube. They
should follow the contour of the tube of the
auger.

Step 4

Loosely install the camera into the Camera
Mount Offset Bracket. (#4) Use the screws
in the camera box to install the camera onto
the bracket.

Use 4 x ¥ Carriage head bolts, Nylock
Nuts and flat washers to install the Offset
Bracket (#4) onto the Auger Mounting Plate
(#1).

Loosely instll both Auger Bottom Straps
(#3) onto the Auger Mounting Plate (#1)

Step 5
Take this assembly and the remaining Top Cross Strap (#2) and install it onto the
auger in the correct location. Michel’s recommends mounting the camera
between 4’ to 6’ down from the discharge spout. This is just a suggestion; the
camera can be mounted wherever works best for the user. Use the long 3/8”
Carriage Head bolts to tighten onto the auger. Once in the correct location,
tighten all of the carriage head bolts that secure the Auger Mounting Plate (#1).

Step 6

Plug the supplied wire into the receptical at the camera. Run the wire from the
camera down to the ignition of the auger. Find a 12vdc positive wire that is
controlled with the ignition key. Verify that this wire is switched on and off with the key. Connect the BLACK wire to
the positive 12vdc switched auger wire. Connect the White wire to a good ground on the auger.

Note: The White wire is — (Negative Ground) and the Black wire is + (Positive 12vdc).

Step 7
After the Camera is wired, it is now time to pair it to the monitor. Mount the monitor inside the cab of the truck and plug
it into a 12vdc socket. The Monitor, Camera, and pairing instructions are in the Monitor/Camera box.

Once the Auger Mounting kit is
mounting on the Auger in the desired
position, the camera can be adjusted in
2 different directions. See Figure 7 &
8.

Direction 1. Loosen the two '4”
carriage bolts that mount the Auger
Mounting Plate. It can now be rotated
Left and Right. See Figure 7. Bottom
View of the camera.

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Direction 2. Loosen the screws that mount the Camera to the Camera Mount
Offset Bracket. This will rotate the Camera Up and Down. See Figure 8.
